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Dear Silverthorne Business Community,

Back by popular demand, in partnership with the Summit Daily, the Town is again promoting local
businesses through the We Are Silverthorne campaign. The campaign was a great success last winter,
and it helped us to share with the Summit County community a little bit of the personality of the
businesses in Silverthorne. (If you missed the campaign last year, you can visit www.silverthorne.org
and see examples of the ads. Click on the “business” tab on the homepage.) This winter we are
starting the program earlier, so businesses can gain exposure during the holiday season.

The goal of this year’s campaign will be the same as it was last year; to increase business, brand the
Town of Silverthorne as a great place to shop, and introduce Summit Daily readers to the
owners/operators/employees of our many great businesses. The program will again provide businesses
with the ability to specifically track the effectiveness of advertising dollars spent on this campaign.

The campaign will run print ads in the paper starting in December, each day featuring a different
participating business. The ads will be two consecutive full color % pages, the first one with an image
of the business owner, operator, or employees, and a short introduction of who they are. The second ad
features that same business, but features a specific product or service offer and contains a QR code
linking readers to a web page containing offers from all participating businesses.

The web page has been designed to match the print campaign, but will contain the offers from all of
the participating businesses. This web page will be promoted not just in the print ads, but in internet
banner ads, search engine marketing and on the Town of Silverthorne website, effectively cross
marketing all of the participating businesses.

In addition, each business will have the opportunity to be assigned a specific phone number that rings
through to an existing business line. This will allow businesses to directly track the number of calls
received from this campaign. This phone number can also be used in the print ads to help with
tracking.

The details of the campaign are attached, and Mike Gordon, Silverthorne’s Summit Daily Account
Manager, will be attempting to reach out to you to offer up this opportunity.
