Town Council, 
based on input from the Economic 
Development Advisory Committee (EDAC) 
and the development community, directed 
the Community Development Department 
to bring forward code amendments in an 
effort to streamline the current development 
review process.

challenges that a longer development review process can present.  The new streamlined 
process maintains the integrity of our review and continues to provide sufficient opportunity 
for citizen participation, while also responding to the needs of the development 
community.

The primary change to the process is the elimination of the sketch plan 
review stage, bringing development reviews down to a two-step review 
process, as opposed to the prior three-step process.  The new two-step 

review process provides an incentive for developers to consider a Silverthorne location for 
their projects, while still providing the Town Council ample opportunity to consider staff, 
resident, and referral agency input on a proposed project.  The streamlined development 
review is applicable for all residential and commercial proposals submitted to the Town, and 
the Town hopes the streamlined development review process will act as an incentive for 
development and redevelopment in Silverthorne.

Silverthorne Awards Non -Profits  
 Over $46,000 in Cash Grant Awards  

 & In-Kind Use For 2010  
 
The Town of Silverthorne has awarded a total of 
$46,585.00 to 39 local non-profit organizations through a 
combination of cash grants and free or in-kind use of the 
Silverthorne Pavilion and Silverthorne Parks and 
Recreation facilities.  The 2010 grants are the result of a 
county-wide grant application and review process that 
concluded in the fall of 2009. 
  
The Town of Silverthorneôs cash donations for 2010 totals $26,000 to 30 local non- 
profits.  
 
 ñThe Town of Silverthorne is committed to improving the quality of life in our mountain 
community,ò said Kevin Batchelder, Town Manager.  ñWe are extremely conscious of the 
fact that local non-profits contribute greatly to the fabric of life in Silverthorne and Summit 
County.  From the arts to youth programs, Silverthorne is proud to support Summit Countyôs 
non-profit community once again in 2010.ò 
 
The Town of Silverthorneôs in-kind use donations of the Silverthorne Pavilion are 
valued at $12,115.00 split among 14 non -profit organizations.  
 
ñDuring these difficult economic times, weôre especially pleased to provide use of the 
Pavilion to many of our communityôs not-for-profit agencies,ò said Christine Mahorney, 
Pavilion Coordinator for the Town.  ñMost of the organizations that received free use of the 
Pavilion will host a fundraiser to support their work in the community. Weôd like to 
encourage everyone to participate in the events held by these organizations as a way to 
support the positive work they do, and also to help those individuals who receive care and 
support from the agencies throughout the year.ò 
 
Silverthorne also awarded $8,470.00 in free use of the Townôs fields for youth sports 
to the High Country Soccer Association (HCSA), Silverthorne Elementary School, 
Summit County Youth Baseball and the US Telemark Ski Association.   
 
In addition to the non-profit grant process, Silverthorneôs 2010 budget allocates an 
additional $15,000 to the Schmidt Scholarship fund for our local high school seniors.  
Scholarships will be awarded in April 2010 at the annual scholarship presentation night at 
Summit High School.   In 2009, Silverthorne provided ten high school seniors with Schmidt 
Scholarships for their college tuition expenses, totaling $15,000.   
 
Applications for 2011 cash grant funding or free or reduced rate use of the Silverthorne 
Pavilion will be available in June 2010. The anticipated deadline for submission of all 2011 
requests is mid-September 2010.

2010 - Howôs the Town Budget? 
 

Like most Colorado communities, in 2009 Silverthorne 
experienced a significant reduction in revenues due to the 
economic downturn.   In response to the downturn, the Town 
cut staffing levels, instituted wage freezes, implemented 
furloughs, and significantly reduced all department budgets.  
We are hopeful that economic recovery is on the horizon this 
year, but the Townôs 2010 budget is a conservative one which 
again includes significant limitations on expenditures.   
   
The Town of Silverthorne has eight budget funds which each have annually appropriated 
budgets.  These funds include: the General Fund, Sales Tax Capital, Lodging Tax, 
Development Excise Tax, Housing 5A, Water, Sewer and Wastewater Treatment Funds.  The 
Townôs primary fund is the General Fund, and services provided from this fund include 
Administrative Services, Public Safety, Public Works, Community Development and Recreation 
& Culture.  The General Fund budget for 2010 is $8.9 million.   Many municipalities in the 
country pay for a significant portion of their services with a property tax.  In Colorado, however, 
many communities rely heavily on sales tax revenues.  Here in Silverthorne, the Townôs 
primary revenue source for the General Fund is indeed sales tax.  Sales tax revenues make up 
62% of 2010 General Fund projected revenues.  The Town of Silverthorne has no municipal 
property tax revenue.    
 

Although the 2010 budget is a conservative one, we continue to invest in our infrastructure 
through our scheduled Asset Management Plan.  Some of the projects scheduled for 2010  
include energy efficiency projects at several of our facilities, a remodel of the men's locker 
room and replacement of the large slide at the Silverthorne Recreation Center.  New 
playground equipment installation is also scheduled for Rainbow Park.  The 2010 budget 
includes a total of $1.35 million for items on this yearôs Asset Management Plan.  We will also 
continue with our street, bridge and trail maintenance program investing $900,000 in those 
areas.  The funding for all of these capital projects comes directly from the Sales Tax Capital 
Fund, not the General Fund.

Water/Sewer Rates Changes for 2010  
 

Water and sewer rate changes will be implemented on January 1, 2010.  
Sewer rates will increase from $83.50 per quarter to $86.00 per quarter.  This 
is a 3% increase.  The sewer rate has not been increased since 2004, and 
was actually decreased by 8% in 2007.  The consumption portion of water 
billing will increase on Jan. 1, 2010, as noted below.  (There will be no change 
to the flat fee portion of water billing, which is still $36.50 per quarter.)   
 

Increase from $1.30 to $1.35 for each 1,000 gallons (0 -15,000 gallons) 
Increase from $2.60 to $2.70 for each 1,000 gallons (15,001 - 30,000 gallons) 
Increase from $3.90 to $4.00 for each 1,000 gallons (30,001 - 50,000 gallons) 
Increase from $5.50 to $5.65 for each 1,000 gallons (over 50,000 gallons)
